Please Protect Our Waters:
Use non-phosphorus
fertilizers to reduce algae in

our Lakes.

Phosphorus containing fertilizers are no
longer allowed in the city unless a soil
test indicates that it is needed or if you
are establishing a new lawn. The
fertilizer analysis on the bag should have
a zero in the middle such as 10-0-15.

Did you know that 1 Ib of phosphorus in
our lakes can result in 50 |Ibs of algae?

Storm Water Management
Recommended by Fly Over

WLA members presented a summary of
the November environmental
assessment of Clear and Loon Lakes to
the Waseca city council and county
commissioners. The AW Labs report
with aerial photos is available on the
WLA website water monitoring tab at
wasecalakes.org. The report
emphasized reducing storm water runoff
into our lakes from both point and non-
point sources.
